Technical notes

Identification of the essential elements in the interaction between the architectural space and the work of art
A. Contextual location 

A1. Work No. 1 destined for the atrium
The work will be located in the atrium of the principal entrance to the building, a large, prevalently vertical space that as well as the reception and ticket desks contains a series of staircases and ramps connecting the various levels of the building.
In order to avoid impeding in any way the free flow of visitors, the work shall be installed in the upper part of the atrium, utilising where necessary the metal profiles provided on the lower edge of the roof beams and must be suspended at least 3 metres above the floor of the ground floor (see attached Sections A-B-C).
At the same time, the work must be located in the free space between the existing staircases and aerial walkways, as indicated on the attached plan (see attached Atrium Plan). 

The available height varies between 12 and 17 metres, as indicated in the attached sections (see attached Sections A-B-C).
A2. Work No. 2 destined for the external area
The work is to be located within the area indicated on the attached plan of the exterior landscaping. This area includes a number of zones covered by the cantilevered portions of the building, as indicated in the plan, and therefore has a maximum useable height of 5.5 metres.
The exact location of the work within the area indicated is at the artist’s discretion on condition that it does not impede the flow of visitors to the museum.
Furthermore, the work must not impede in anyway the fire services’ access route as indicated in the plan (see attached External Areas Plan).
B.  Possible types of work 

B1. Work No. 1 destined for the atrium
Given the characteristics of the location of the work, a prevalently vertical sculpture or installation would appear to be the most appropriate solution. However, this does not exclude installations created using different techniques.
B2. Work No. 2 destined for the external area
The work destined for the external area may be of any of the types commonly used for external spaces such as sculptures, installations, land art, video art and so on.  
In the case of video works, the use of the external walls of the museum as a projection screen may be considered.
C) Indications regarding the materials and techniques to be used 

C1. Work No. 1 destined for the atrium
With respect to points A1 and B1 artists are free to choose the materials and techniques they wish to use. 

In any case, both the durability of the work and its suitability for exhibition in a public space in terms of the safety of visitors must be guaranteed.
C2. Work No. 2 destined for the external area
With respect to points A2 and B2 artists are free to choose the materials and techniques they wish to use, including the use of water.
In any case, both the durability of the work and its suitability for exhibition in a public space in terms of the safety of visitors must be guaranteed.
D. Minimum and maximum dimensions
D1. Work No. 1 destined for the atrium
The work may be of any size as long as it may be contained within the area indicated at point A and does not impede activities within the museum atrium and the flow of visitors. 

(See attached Atrium Plan).
There is instead a limitation on the weight of the work, determined by the load-bearing capacity of the metal profiles located on the lower edges of the ceiling beams. Each beam may support a maximum load of 1,000 kg, distributed between two or more points, each with a maximum load of 500 kg. 
Heavier works must therefore be suspended from more than one beam and consequently the number of beams supporting the weight of the work shall determine the maximum admissible weight. 

D2. Work No. 2 destined for the external area
The work may be of any size as long as it may be contained within the area indicated at point A and does not impede use of the external area of the museum by visitors (See attached External Areas Plan).
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
